Recreational Trail Program Memo to SB

To the Select Board members,

I am currently working on a grant from the State of Maine’s Department of Agriculture, Conservation, &
Forestry and US Department of Transportation. The grant is called the Recreational Trail Program and
the funds from it are used to promote trail usage for autdoor recreation. The cost is a 77-23 split where
the town pays for the 23% either through cash or in-kind donations. Trail development grants can ask
for up to $50,000. The deadline for this year's grant round is September 28, 2018.

Right now, there are a few options for this grant that Waldoboro could pursue. Please keep in mind that
these options can be altered and are not final decisions. Options can add and remove items depending
on the Select Board’s decisions and if it complies with the RTP requirements. | am also open to other
options that may not be listed below.

Option 1, Quarry Hill: Quarry Hili project would use this funding for three things. For starters, 2 small
parking areas. One would be located across from the Quarry itself with the other located closer to the
blueberry fields. The estimated cost would be about 10-20,000 depending on the quality of the parking
lot {just a clearing or a paved area). Volunteers or funding the Conservation corps would be used to
extend the existing trail to connect to the blueberry fields without using the existing road for vehicles.
We can also check to see if funds could be used for new signage along with safety features at the quarry.

Option 2, Rest Stop Bridge: This option would have Waldoboro pursue a bike bridge connected the rest
stop near Hannaford with the land area near Elm Street. | am aware many have asked for such a project
and that this would create a new circular walking route that could continue to grow the town’s pocket
parks. lohn Daigle estimated the cost to be about $200,000. This means Waldoboro would have to
allocate the remaining cost either through the budget or through more grants. Also, because there are
two private property owners between Elm Street and the river, we would need an easement or
acquisition from either of the owners for this option, which could mean that this would have to be done
next cycle. This is still an option if the Select Board wants to have a better chance at receiving this grant
next year if they do not want to submit for any option this year.

Option 3, Ballfields: The final option was suggested by Marcus Benner. This would be a trail at Miller
ballfield that was criginally planned over a decade ago but had not been pursued. Funds would be used
to cross the wetlands for more areas to walk to on the town-owned property. | would get more
information on this option if this is what the Select Board wishes to pursue.
